resident’s condition, failed to notify resident’s physician of a clilange' in his
health status, and failed to provide the appropriate nursing care to this
resident

3. That on November 4, 2002, Respondent agreed to a Reprimand against her
license for failing to meet professional nursing standards by failing to report

patient neglect by a nursing assistant.

Pursuant to Section 5-34-24, this conduct constitutes unprofessional conduct
in the State of Rhode Island and, as such, is grounds to discipline your

license.

The parties agree as follows:

Respondent is a registered nurse and able to conduct business under and by
virtue of the laws of the State of Rhode Island.

Respondent admits to the jurisdiction of the Board and hereby agrees to
remain under the jurisdiction of the Board.

Respond.ent has read this Consent Order and understands that itis a
proposal of the Board and is subject to the final ratification by the Board.
This Consent Order and the contents thereof are not binding on Respondent
until final ratification by the Board.

Respondent hereby acknowledges and waives:

a) The right to appear personally or by counsel or both before the

Board;

b) The right to produce witnesses and evidence in her behalf at a
hearing;

c) The right to cross-examine witnesses; /

d) The right to have subpoenas issued by the Board,;
e) - The right to further procedural steps except for those specifically
contained herein;

g) Any objection to the fact that this Consent Order_ will be presented to
the Board for consideration and review;

h) Any objection to the fact that it will be necessary for the board to
become acquainted with all evidence pertaining to this matter in order
to adequately review this Consent Order;

1) Any objection to the fact that the Board reviewing this Consent Order
may be the same as the hearing committee presiding over this matter
should it later be brought to an administrative hearing.

1)) Any objection to the fact that thential bias against the Respondenf
may occuf as a result of the-presentation of this Consent Order to the
Board.

This Consent Order shall become part of the public record of this proceeding

once it is accepted by all parties and accepted by the Board.

Acceptance by the Respondent and approval by the Board of this Consent

Order constitutes an admission of the facts contained herein.

Failure to comply with the Consent Order, once signed and accepted, shall

subject the Respondent to fufther disciplinary action.

Respondent agrees to a suspension of her registered nurse license. -

At the time Respondent seeks reinstétement of her register/ed nurse license,

she shall submit documentation to the Board evidencing that she has

successfully completed a Board approved educational course in physical
assessment and documentation. Respondent must obtain approval by the

Board prior to registering or enrolling in this course.
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That should Respondent violate the terms of this Consent Order, Respondent
shall be subject to further disciplinary sanctions.
That the suspension of Respondent’s license to practice nursing shall remain

in full force and effect pending further order of the Board.
